The features below can often be seen in children and young people and may be a natural part of growing up.

Explain when those same features may be a sign of possible abuse. An example is provided.

Bruise

e.g. Several fingerprint shaped bruises at the top of each arm could indicate the child being forcefully grabbed or shaken.

Aggressive behaviour
Lack of concentration
Wanting to be ‘babied’
Wearing dirty clothes
Functional Skills
These signs of abuse could be discussion starters for you to share any safeguarding experiences. Remember to listen carefully to what others are saying so that you can respond in an appropriate way.
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
